The Government of Liberia has received financial assistance from the World Bank under the Forest Carbon Partnership Facility (FCPF) to prepare a REDD Readiness Preparation Proposal (R-PP). This will incorporate an Assessment of Land Use, Forest Policy and Governance under Component 2a of the R-PP and the Development of REDD Strategy Options under Component 2b. 

The purpose of the assessment of land use, forest policy and governance is to help Liberia identify key drivers of deforestation and/or forest degradation and review her past experiences with reducing deforestation and forest degradation, in order to identify promising approaches for the emerging REDD strategy. This analysis should provide data on land use and other trends and important insights into lessons learned, challenges, and opportunities to overcome those challenges. 

The purpose of the REDD strategy is to develop a set of policies and programs for addressing the drivers of deforestation and/or forest degradation identified in Component 2a of the R-PP, and hence reducing emissions from deforestation and forest degradation, in the context and in support of the national priorities for sustainable development. 
As specified in the Terms of Reference, which are available on request, the Consultant will be required to:

· Undertake an in-depth review of Land Use, Forest Policy and Governance;
· Prepare the design work for the REDD strategy options to address the drivers of deforestation and/or forest degradation;
· Assess the risk of domestic leakage caused by the REDD policy options;
· Report and present his/her findings as an integral contribution to the R-PP

This will involve working with the Government of Liberia, the REDD working group and other partners supporting the preparation of the R-PP.
Eligibility and Conditions

Eligible consultants (either singly or in association) are invited to submit applications to  providing the required services.  Applicants should submit demonstrable evidence of their skill and experience to undertake such work. This should include, but not be limited to: 
· Knowledge of land use and forest policy and forest governance, including experience in the development of sectoral strategies and investment and capacity needs analysis and risk assessment, 
· Evidence of experience (similar assignments in similar conditions), especially in relation to land use allocation, GIS systems and forest inventory design;

· Availability of appropriate skills among staff;

· In-depth knowledge of the Liberian forest policy context;
