The Government of Liberia has received financial assistance from the World Bank under the Forest Carbon Partnership Facility (FCPF) to prepare a REDD Readiness Preparation Proposal (R-PP).  This preparation has involved a variety of government agencies, development partners and consultants who have prepared their respective reports, as well a series of stakeholder consultations. These reports each contain proposals and budgets as set out in the template guidelines of the FCPF, which now need combining and synthesizing. Into an overall R-PP Report.

Objective
Based on all reports produced for the R-PP components during the preparation stage, the Consultant will:

1) Synthesize and consolidate the REDD Readiness Preparation Proposal by 30 October 2010.
2) Prepare a schedule to fulfil the activities planned during the implementation phase of the R-PP, showing timing, linkages and responsible actors;
3) Prepare an integrated budget with indicative quarterly budgets based on the proposed activity schedule;

4) Prepare a compatible funding proposal to cover these financial requirements, indicating identified funding sources and highlighting available FCPF funding.
5) Present a draft R-PP at a workshop, receive and assimilate feedback and finalise the R-PP. 
Eligibility and Conditions

Eligible consultants (either singly or in association) are invited to submit applications to provide the required services.  Applicants should submit demonstrable evidence of their skill and experience to undertake such work. This should include, but not be limited to: 
· Experience of REDD Readiness Preparation in a comparable country, forest environment and institutional set-up to Liberia;
· Availability of appropriate skills among staff;

· Familiarity with the Liberian forest policy context;
