The Government of Liberia has received financial assistance from the World Bank under the Forest Carbon Partnership Facility (FCPF) to prepare a REDD Readiness Preparation Proposal (R-PP). This will incorporate an Assessment of Land Use, Forest Policy and Governance under Component 2a of the R-PP and consolidating of the Readiness Preparation Proposal (R-PP) for Liberia. 
Terms of Reference for Technical Support
As part of the technical support to the Assessment, the Consultant will be required to provide the following services, including the cost of a National Workshop,  
A-1) Review the basis of the Forest Cover Management Suitability Study contained within the National Forest Management Strategy of 2007, and its technical application to decision-making for the allocation of forest land to commercial forestry and agricultural concessions;
A-2) Review of the design and field procedures of the current forest inventory systems used at forest management unit level in Liberia with recommendations for possible improvements and applicability to assessment of forest biomass and baseline carbon stocks;
A-3) Rapid assessment of baseline carbon stocks in Liberia's forest based on previous national forest inventory, with indications of reliability in light of above recommendations.
A-4) Prepare a draft Technical Report of these findings, and present at a National Workshop;
A-5) Revise the Technical Report on the basis of inputs from the above workshop, as well as from reviewers.
Eligibility and Conditions

Eligible consultants (either singly or in association) are invited to indicate their interest in providing the above services.  Applicants should submit demonstrable evidence of their skill and experience to undertake such work. This should include, but not be limited to: 
· Evidence of experience (similar assignments in similar conditions), especially in relation to land use allocation, GIS systems and forest inventory design;

· Availability of appropriate skills among staff;

· Knowledge of the Liberian forest policy context would be an advantage;
