FOR RENAMING OF FORESTRY TRAINING [NSTITUTE

WHEREAS, Liberia is one of three founding members of the Mano River Union established
in 1975; which earlier included Guinea and Sierra Leone:

WHEREAS, the Mano River Forestry Training Institute located in Tubmanburg, Bomi
County is one of several infrastructural development projects sponsored  and
undertaken in each member state by the Mano River Union: .
WHEREAS, Anthony Sayeh was appointed first Principal of the Mano River Forestry
Institute based on his specialty and vast experience in the natural sciences as well as
long service as Director of the Bureau of Wildife and Environment at the Ministry of
Agriculture;

WHEREAS, during the tenure of Principal Sayeh the school was credited for providing
fundamental training to a large number of students who later excelled in forestry
courses taught in Africa and other parts of the world:

WHEREAS, the name of the school was changed from the Mano River Forestry Training

Institute to the Forestry Training Institute (FTI) when for several years its upkeep was solely

left to Liberia due to the failure of the other two states to make good their financial
— confribution;

WHEREAS, the Ministry of Education took over operation of the instifute during the
period of the civil crises up to December 2009 when its administration and operation
was turned over to the Forestry Development Authority FDA);

WHEREAS, FDA redlizes Mr. Sayeh’s invaluable services rendered the Government of
Liberia ot the Ministry of Agriculture and the Forestry Training Instifute and also the
nationalism and patriotism with which he discharged his duties at FTI:

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Directors being satisfied with the recommendation
herein made and being moved by the nationalism and patriotism demonstrated by Mr.
Sayeh during his period of service, especially with FTI now resolves thus:
